Friday at ZFF in Cinema Europa features the Croatian premiere of Neon Bull by Gabriel Mascaro, screening at 19:00. It is yet another Latin American film awarded in Venice (Horizons program). Critics are unanimous: it reveals a face of Brazil we have not had a chance to see yet. In The Crosswind, one of the most daring recent debutant films, screens in the same theater at 21:00. Estonian director Martti Helde uses live pictures (tableaux vivants) to reenact the long gone memories of Baltic families separated during Stalin's deportations of the 1940s. Both films will be presented by their authors before the respective screenings. 
The short film program wraps it up for this year in Cinema Tuškanac at 20:30. The international competition will be represented by French film A Few Seconds by Nora el Hourch and Polish film The Moment by Piotr Domalewski. The multi-awarded Picnic by Jure Pavlović and Fantastic by Ivan Sikavica wrap up Checkers program. At the Academy of Drama Art at 15:00, the screening of Khadak will be followed by a lecture of Jessica Woodwort, a member of this year's feature competition program jury. The winner of the Lion of the Future for Best Debutant Film in Venice 2006 will talk about the inspiration for and the making of Khadak, a visual fairy tale about Mongolia, shown at the fifth edition of ZFF. 
In Tuškanac at 15:30, young film lovers will have a chance to see a film from PLUS program – German comedy-drama About A Girl by Mark Monheim. A film from Great 5 program follows at 18:00: Justin Kurzel's Macbeth. Together Again program continues with The White Knights by Joachim Lafosse. The meticulous and non-judgmental approach he used in his earlier film Our Children about marital depression and infanticide (shown at ZFF 2013) is this time applied to another morally and ethically challenging situation about smugglers of African children operating under the guise of a humanitarian organization. 
While Cinemas Europa and Tuškanac and MSU will be hosting ZFF until Sunday, the film lovers' week in Zagreb Dance Center ends Friday with the last three screenings from three programs. The last film of the Orson Welles Retrospective, The Stranger, is Welles's only film that did well at the box-office. My First Film: Bosnia and Herzegovina closes with A Little Bit Of Soul, the debut film by Ademir Kenović that opened Directors' Fortnight program in Cannes in 1991. It is a comedy-drama about coming of age and is probably best remembered by the line of its young protagonist: "Man is but a beast, Senada. What little bit of soul he has – devil gave it to him just to make his life more miserable". Eastern European Horrors program ends in Zagreb Dance Center with Dejan Šorak's Bloodsuckers Friday at 23:00. 
Friday will also see the final screenings in Dokukino KIC. Filming Othello by Orson Welles screens at 19:30 as part of Making Of program. A selection of four short films made under film.factory program developed by the acclaimed filmmaker Béla Tarr as part of the University Sarajevo School of Science and Technology will be shown in the same venue at 22:00.
